Up -Stream Wednesday Evenings  

AWANA ( Ages 3 years through fifth grade) serves 

as a Bible based club ministry for children founded 

on the principles of 2 Timothy 2:15, Approved Work-

men Are Not Ashamed .  We acknowledge the home 

as the primary place for kids to receive their spiri-

tual nurturing and instruction.  At Fall Creek, we 

use AWANA Clubs to facilitate a partnership with 

parents and their children.  Club runs from 6:30 PM 

to 8 PM, divided into three 30 -minute segments.   

A high energy Game Time  features individual and 

team competition.  Handbook Time  uses achieve-

ment -oriented curriculum materials emphasizing 

memorization and understanding of key Bible 

verses.  Each clubber develops a Bible based view of 

how to know and serve God.  Clubbers are rewarded 

for their achievements as they progress through the 

handbooks at their own pace.  Council Time  gath-

ers the whole club for a Bible message given by a 

trained leader to encourage and guide children 

through Godõs Word. 

Sparks :  Kindergarten ñ2nd grade, boys and girls  

Truth & Training :  3rd -5th grade boys and girls 

have separate club meetings  

We encourage parents to work with their child 

weekly toward scripture memorization and helping 

them to grasp the concepts taught in those verses.  

AWANA encourages real learning to build a solid 

foundation for faith and provide children with a  

biblical framework to apply Godõs wisdom to all of 

lifeõs decisions.
